nexed hereto.

2, Appeals in Equity and Insolvency, and Demurrers and
Special Cases, may be heard on such additional days as two
Judges shall appoint.

3. After the disposal of Equity and Ecclesiastical Appeals, on
any of the days appointed for that purpose, such other business
will be taken as the Judges or any two of them may direct.

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SITTINGS IN EQUITY, ECCLESIASTICAL, AND LUNACY

4. In Equity, Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday, after 11
o’clock, will be devoted to the hearing of Cuuses. Chamber
business will be taken on Fridaysat 11 o'clock, and Motions and
Petitions on the same days after Chamber husinéss.

6. Applications for probates and letters of administration to
the Primary Judge, and other Ecclesiastical matters, will be
talcen on Wednesdays, commencing at 11 o'clock.

6. In Lunacy matters the Court will sit on Wednesdays
after the Ecclesiastical business is disposed of.

7. Attendances on the Primary Judge by the Master in
Equity and in Lunacy, and the Curator of Intestate Estates,
and by the Chief Clerk in Equity and Clerks of the Ecclesias-
tical Branch, to be ordinarily between 10 and 11 o’clock a.m. on
any day.
