Tug following Rules are hereby established, for the despatch of
business in the Supreme Court, during the year 1887.

TERMS, HOLIDAYS, SITTINGS, AND VACATIONS.

1. The Terms, Ilolidays, Vacations, Circuits, and Sittings of
the Court shall be those mentioned in the Law Almanac an-
nexed hereto.

ADDITIONAL DAYS FOB APPEALS, DEMURRERS, AND
SPECIAL CASES,
2. Appeals in Equity and Insolvency, and Deinurrers and
Special Cases, may be heard on such addilional days as two
Judges shall appoint.

OTHER BUSINESS ON EQUITY APPEAL DAYS,
3. After the disposal of Equity and Ecclesiastical Appeals, on
any of the days appointed for that purpose, such other business
will be taken as the Judges or any two of them may direct.

SITTINGS IN EQUITY, ECCLESIASTICAL, AND LUNACY
MATTERS.

4, In Equity, Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday, after 11
o'elock, will be devoted to the hearing of Causes. Chamber
business will be taken on Fridays at 11 n’clock, and Motions and
Petitions on the same days after Chamber business.

5. Short eauses in Eguity, applications for probates andletters
of administration to the Primary Judge, and other Ecclesiasti-
cal matters, will be taken on alternate Thursdays, commencing
at 11 o’clock. .

6.. In Lunacy matters the Court will sit on Wednesdays, at
10°30 o’clock.

7. Attendances on the Primary Judge by the Master in
FEquity and in Lunacy, and the Curator of Intestate Estates,
and by the Chief Clerk in Equity, and in Lunacy and Clerks of
the Ecclesiastical Branch, to be ordinarily between 10 and 11
o’clogk a.m. on any day. Injunctions, motions, and urgent
Chamber matters way also he submitted before 11 o’clock.
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SETTING DOWN CAUSES AT LAW. N

8. To the extent limited for each day as next mentioned,
Causes shall be set down consecutively only. No more than
four Causes shall be set down for any day for Trial by o Jury of
{our persons, nor more than two Causes for Trial by a Special
Jury, or three Causes by 2 Common Jury: Provided that an
additional number of Causes, not exceeding two, may be sct
down for any day, if the Prothonotary sball sec fit,

9. For each day of the Sittings for Causes there shall be three
reparate Cause Lists, which will be taken respectively in the
Banco, Jury,and Darlinghuyst Court ; three Judges sitting for
that purpose. And until all Lists have been filled, in accord-
ance with the preceding Rule, no Causc shall (except by leave
<f the Prothonotary, approved of in writing by a Judge) be
sct down in any List for any subsequent day.

. JURIES OF TWELVE,

10. Provided that Causes for Trial by Juries of Twelve
(whether Special or Common Jurors) shall be set down for such
days only as the Prothonotary shall in each case direct.

CAUSES UNCONCLUDED DURING THE SITTINGS.

11. Any Cause, not concluded on the Jast day of the Sittings,
may be continued on such day or days as the Presiding Judge
shall think fif.

TRANSFERRING CAUSES.

12. Causes, on the List of any Court, may be transferred
to the List of any other, by order of a Judge, for Trial on the
day next but one following, or any later day: Provided that
no such day shall be earlier than that for which the Cause was

first entered.
REMANETS GENERALLY.
13. Remanets from any Sitting will bave precedence over
other Causes ; and shall be set down by the Prothonotary, each
according to its appropriate List, for the next Sittings.

CAUSES ON CIRCUIT,

14, Causes for Trial in the Circuit Courts, respectively, shall
be entered for the day fixed for holding the Cireuit in the Law
Almanac annexed hercto. But whenever ib shall appear to the
Chief Justice, or to the Judge intending to hold any Circuit
Court, that it will not be convenient to hear the Civil Causes
(if any) set down for trial at that Court on the day named for
such Causes in the Calendar for the time being, it shall be
competent to the Chief Justice or to such Judge, not less than
sixteen days before the day which shall have been fixed by the
Calendar for opuning the said Court, to appoint some other day
for the trial of such Causcs, by direction to the Prothonotary,
and the Prothonotary shall thereupon forthwith give notice of
such appoiniment to the Solicitors in the said Causes or to
their town apents, and also to the Sheriff, so that the Civil
Jury may be summoned or receive notification accordingly, and
sl notices already given between the parties shall hold good
and be applied to the day so specially appointed, and al
notices and subpenas to be thereafter given or issued shall be
given orissued for that day.
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15, If there shall be no Civil Causes set down and notice of
trial given and notified to the Prothonotary for any Cireuit
Court, up to the sixteenth day before the day named in the
Calendar for the time being for the tvial of Civil Causes thereat,
no jury shall be summoned to such Court for the trial of Civil
Issues without the leave of a Judge, and it shall be the duty of
the Prothonotary to give notice to the Sheriff accordingly.

CROWN CASES RESERVED.
16. Special Cases reserved on any Criminal Trial shall be set
down for hearing on the first Friday of the next ensuing Term,
unless a Judge shall otherwise order.

MOTIONS NISI FOR NEW TRIAL,

17. All Causes in which the usual Memorandum has been
filed of a Motion Nisi for a New Trial, shall be entered in the
order of filing ; and be called on in that order on every day in
Term until disposed of.

PARTIES NOT READY TO PROCEED.

18. Every case 8o called on, in which no Counsel shall move,
shall (unless the Court extends the time) be struck out of the.
Paper—with leave to the adverse Party to sign Judgment.
And the like, where o Rule Nisi has been granted, and the
Moving Party Is not prepared to proceed.

FILED MEMORANDUM NECESSARY,

19, A filed Memorandum shall in all cases be necessary,
under the Rules of the 19th Angust, 1861; but, where the
Cause shall have ended during the Term, or within four days
preceding the Term, no Motion in pursuance of such Memo-
randum need be made earlier than the fourth day after the
filing thereof,

RULES NISI FOR NEW TRIAL,

20. Every Rule Nisi for a New Trial shall be entered in the
Term Book ag soon as granted, and called on in the order in
which it wag granted ; and the Moving Party shall in il cases
begin, and the Party showing cause follow—one Counsel baving
the reply.

21. Every such Rule shall be taken out and served within
two days after it has been granted, otherwise it shall be held
to have lapsed, and the Prothonotary shall therenpon strike
the case out of the Term Book.

PRECEDENCE OF BUSINESS.

22, Motions Nisi for New Trials will on every day except
Friday have precedence of all other business. On Idays
